Paperwork and information came home today backpack 
mail— everyone should have received a copy because all 
students participating need their own paperwork. 

4th grade students will going to 
the YMCA on Mondays for swim 
lessons or to refine skills.  Pleas 
make sure you have sent the per-
mission slip back to the school 
along with the $15.00 fee.  Swim 

lesson dates are 3/17, 3/24, 3/31, 4/7, 4/28 and 
5/5.  Please send  swim suit, towel, goggles ( if  
wanted to use), swim cap ( if wanted to use)  in a 
gym bag.  Students may also bring a t-shirt and 
pair of sweats to put on over swim suit.  Students 
will change at St. Mary School before boarding 
the bus.   Once swim lessons are over, students 
will change back into school uniform at the 
YMCA before returning back to school.
